Entries close March 25, 2011. Post Entries Accepted. 
 
Entry fee is $20 per qualifying class and $30 per championship class.  Entries 

postmarked after March 25, 2011 will be considered post entries. Stalls are $85 
each.  This year the show will be accepting Visa/MasterCard.  
 
All entry and stall fees will be refunded on request before the closing date 
for entries.

across the country.  Last year SBR was blessed to have Mary Gaylord and 
her family foundation join SBR by providing a $100,000 Matching Grant to 
support a new $500,000 Fundraising Program.  SBR wants to make sure

Horses in 
Academy classes must be regularly used in a lesson program.   Any breed is 
eligible. Academy horses may be shown in classes other than Academy at the same 
show. Attire: English – jodhpurs, breeches, boots, long sleeved shirt with a vest 
and tie; gloves. Please note that derbies, riding suits and jackets are prohibited. 
Western – western style pants, long sleeved shirt with vest, boots and appropriate 
tie; gloves. Please note that chaps and western hats are prohibited. Tack: May 
show in show bridle, pelham, or snaffle bridle with martingale. All Junior Exhibitor 
riders in Academy cl asses must wear protective headgear that meet  or exceed 
current American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standards. Protective 
headgear  is recommended for all riders.  
 
(New to the show schedule)  The Academy Walk-Trot classes for Hunt Seat, 
Western or First Year Saddle Seat riders. Open to any age rider that is relatively 
new to the show ring and is looking for a more slow paced class.   Entries in this 
class may not cross enter into any other academy class at this show. Championship 
classes will not have a pattern.

riders that have special needs and currently riding in a standard lesson program.

Directions for   Diamond 7 Ranch at 36 Deardorff Rd  Dillsburg, PA  17019 

 
We are going to give you two levels of directions, first the general area and 
secondly local instructions as MapQuest and GPS will not get a trailer in safely.  

Avoid the entrance to Deardorff Rd directly from Hwy 194. 
 

 
 
General Regional Directions :  Arriving to the facility from the north, west or 
east you will be looking for HWY 15 South to Gettysburg that is south of Harrisburg 
and the river.  From the north from either I 78 or I 81 we have found it best to 
stay on I-81 cross the Susquehanna River and take the first left exit off I-81 to 581 
which takes you across to the Camp Hill area then exit south on HWY 15.  If you 
are coming from the east or west you are most likely on the Turnpike so exit on 
HWY 15 South Gettysburg. You will be in the Mechanicsburg area where the hotels 
are.  In all cases take Hwy 15 south to Dillsburg.  If you are coming from the south 
near York you can take local Hwy 74 north and then follow the local directions in to 
the show facility. From the south on Hwy 15 we do not think there is a good cut 
across to the facility so we would recommend staying on 15 until Hwy 74 and turn 
right into Dillsburg and then follow the local directions in to the show facility. 
 



 
Local Directions :   The show grounds at Diamond 7 Ranch are located in the 
country 4.4 miles south of Dillsburg, PA between HWY 194 and HWY 74.  TRUCKS 
AND TRAILERS DO NOT USE THE ENTRANCE TO DEARDORFF RD FROM HWY 194 
TAKE ONLY THE TRUCK ROUTE OFF OF HWY 74.  (See instructions below) 
 
The town of Dillsburg, PA is on HWY 74 just a block to the east from where 74 
crosses HWY 15.  This is about 8 miles south from the Turnpike 76.  Also the show 
grounds are 16 miles east of Carlisle on HWY 74.   
 
To get in to Dillsburg traveling south on HWY 15 make a left turn at the light on to 
Hwy 74 (York/Carlisle RD) into Dillsburg. Go through town on 74 and at the High 
School follow Rt 74 through a stop sign intersection and make a left turn following 
Rt 74 and do not continue straight on Hwy 194. Go about  2 miles and turn right 
onto Kralltown Rd.   Then in about 1/3rd mile right turn onto Barren Valley Rd.  You 
are now in a small subdivision of homes.  Go another 1/3 mile and your first left is 
Deardorff Rd go left and Diamond 7 is ½ mile further on your right. 
 
From south of Dillsburg going north on Hwy 15 turn into Dillsburg making a right 
turn at the traffic light on Hwy 74 and follow the above directions. 
 
From York, PA  Rt 30 Take 74 north to light at Rossville.  Make left onto old Rt 74 
North.  Go through the town of Wellsville.  Make left at Kralltown Rd.  First Right 

onto Barrens Valley Rd.  First left on to Deardorff Rd.
